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from the well-known Opera Suites, closing the
first half of the program with the brilliant
Farandole from the incidental music which Bizet
wrote for Alfred Daudet’s play, L’Arlesienne.

CARMEN REMIXED
The character of Carmen is generally portrayed
as flirtatious and reckless with love. Some
treatments even depict her as Jezebel-like.
However, during the course of our researching
the history of Georges Bizet’s original creation, a
much softer picture of Carmen emerged. It
actually seems that, after getting to know the
soldier Don José, Carmen comes to the
realization that he is not her match, and she falls
out of love with him. She then falls in love with
the bullfighter Escamillo. Don José cannot accept
this truth, and his infatuation with Carmen leads
to choices that result in his demise. His nature
will not allow him to release her when he finds
that she no longer loves him. Overcome by
jealousy, Don José kills Carmen, stabbing her in
the heart. And yet, in the eyes of history, it is
Carmen who gets the bad reputation!

Our remix of Carmen, then, is planted firmly on
Carmen’s side. The way, we see it Carmen was
simply following her heart. Our version re-writes
the ending; instead of the tragedy of Carmen’s
death, she lives to marry the bullfighter
Escamillo and Don José is left to perpetually
wander in a sort of desert underworld.

MUSIC OF GEORGES BIZET
Georges Bizet was born in France in 1838 and
died in 1875. Like Mozart, he died in his 30’s, but
unlike Mozart, his output was very slim.
However, his opera Carmen is one of the best
known operas of all times. Interestingly, the
opera was condemned by most of the critics
after it first performances. Their complaint was
that the opera was too overtly sexual with a
graphic final scene. However, the general public
embraced the opera and the rest is history.

The Chicago Sinfonietta last collaborated with
Poi Dog Pondering (PdP) in 2005, performing a
re-mixed version of music from Antonin Dvorak’s
New World Symphony. It so intrigued the public
that the Sinfonietta received several requests to
collaborate with the group again. This time, we
chose the music of Bizet. Frank Orrall, Paul
Mertens, and Susan Voelz, the long time core
members of PdP, created a remixed version of
selections from Bizet’s opera Carmen.

The Sinfonietta will perform selections from the
opera in their original orchestration alone in the
first half of the concert along with the unique
arrangement by Rodion Shchedrin for the ballet
Carmen. Shchedrin, who is one of Russia’s
leading contemporary composers, was born in
1932 and has composed many works for
orchestra as well as other media. He scored this
work in 13 movements for strings and
percussion instruments.

The Sinfonietta will perform five movements
from this extraordinary work. This music will
contrast the ballet arrangement with selections
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performing James DeMars’ Two World Concerto,
Michael Abels’ Global Warming, and Beethoven’s
Symphony No.5 with visuals created by the
Notebaert Nature Museum for this performance.
